e To know that Christians worship God as Trinity. It is a huge idea to grasp and artists have created art to help express this belief.

e To know that Christians believe the Holy Spirit is God's power a work in the world and in their lives today, enabling them to follow Jesus.

e To know that Christians see Holy Week as the culmination of Jesus’ earthly life, leading to his death and resurrection.
