Questions to ask at home:

e What is healthy food?

e How do plants grow?

e What do bees do?

Home Learning Tasks

You could have a go at some of these at home:

e Cooking some yummy, healthy food

e Planting seeds and watching them grow (cress is always good!)

e Drawing the life cycle of a plant

e Designing and making a plant habitat from recyclable material

e Design your own farm to grow foods

e Go on awalk around your village/town and draw or write what you see. What is old/new?

The learning map attached to this newsletter outlines the areas we will be learning about and some of
the work we will be doing in teacher-focused activities and group work.
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Reading

Please read with your child at least three times a week, even if it is just for 5 minutes. When
reading with your child, please acknowledge the fact that the book has been read by
recording this on Boom Reader.

During reading sessions, please discuss the story with your child and ask them questions
about what they are reading. These questions will help to develop their understanding of
what they are reading as comprehension and discussion are key reading skills in Year 1 and
2. Willows are encouraged to change their books regularly, please can you help remind your
child when their books need changing.
